Available Now through October, 2006


Eligibility:  Through a generous grant to the Bureau of Jewish Education 

►College-aged and/or young adults will be able to return to Israel in order to participate

in short-term educational study or 

►College-aged and young adults will be able to participate in global service programs 

run by Jewish organizations in Israel and abroad.

Maximum awards available:

1. Applicants can receive up to a maximum of a $3,000 scholarship towards a 3 week to 6 month study in Israel

2. Applicants can receive up to a maximum of $500 for a short-term (under 4 weeks) global service project in Israel or abroad sponsored by a Jewish organization.

3. Applicants can receive up to a maximum of $3,000 scholarship towards a 4-week or longer service project in Israel or abroad sponsored by a Jewish organization.

To apply:

1. Applicants must be enrolled in college or be between 18 and 32 years of age; we encourage young Jewish educators and professionals to take advantage of this opportunity.

2. Reside in or have their permanent address in the greater San Francisco Bay area; 

3. Be able to demonstrate financial need through the BJE application process: 

a. Include a signed copy of the 2005 federal tax return with all schedules & W2’s exactly as filed with the Internal Revenue Service;

b. Include an official program description delineating cost and program provided grants.

c. Include all outside awards, family assistance, and applicant contribution.

d. Have at least one letter of recommendation that supports the candidate’s qualifications for participation in the program and for benefiting the community upon completion;

e. Submit a statement of need that delineates the necessity for this scholarship.

f. Submit an essay (500-750 words) for reason for participation and how this program will further current educational, service, or professional goals*.
