In the interest of a successful program for the entire group, the following policies have been established.  Please read them carefully!  Participants who are unwilling to abide by these policies should not apply.  It is understood that infractions of these policies will be considered justifiable grounds for participants to be expelled from the program and returned home at their family’s expense.

Rules and Regulations

No Drugs, Sex, Alcohol or Cigarettes

There will be zero (no) tolerance for the use of any illegal substances, alcohol, or cigarettes.  It is illegal to bring any drugs with you other than those prescribed by a physician for personal use.  The possession or use of alcohol, drugs, or cigarettes of any sort is strictly forbidden.  The use or possession of drugs, alcohol, cigarettes will be grounds for immediate expulsion from the program at the expense of the family.  We will strictly adhere to the rules and consequences of all the above behaviors.

Sexual Behavior
Sexual behavior is strictly limited to fully dressed hugging and kissing.  Any other sexual 

conduct will be grounds for immediate expulsion from the program at the expense of the family.  

General Expectations

Participation in Program Activities

All participants are expected to engage in all activities.  If for any reason, a participant feels unable to attend or participate in any given activity, it is his or her responsibility to discuss this with one of the Shalhevet or Ramah staff members directly.

Group Meetings

Each individual’s input affects the experience of the group and we hope you will take full advantage of this opportunity.  You may be asked to facilitate group meetings or to assist with the day-to-day functioning of the group, i.e. Shabbat planning, various workshops, and so on.  The experience will be what you make it!

About Exclusive Relationships

Participants are expected to interact with and respect ALL of the participants in the group and our hosts.  When “best-friends” or couples separate themselves from the group, they limit our ability to function as a unit.  We request that you think carefully and daily about the relationships you form and how they impact other people.  Respect the group experience in addition to your own personal relationships.

Religious Observance

You are encouraged to explore each other’s Jewish practices and beliefs, without feeling coerced in any way to change your own.  Shalhevet provides a unique opportunity to learn from others who celebrate their Judaism in ways you might not have experienced before.  

Cell Phones

The use of cell phones will not be permitted.  Your parents will have emergency contact information if they need to get in touch with you.

Responsibility for personal well-being

Participants are responsible for maintaining minimum standards of physical health throughout the two weeks:

· Adhering to the “lights-out” policy to get enough sleep.

· Drinking plenty of fluids and eating properly in order to have enough energy for our rigorous schedule.

· Dressing appropriately for warmth/activity, including hats, gloves, walking shoes etc.
